Also, Houston County residents can 
get a $15 discount on a Midland WR-
100 Weather Radio by completing a 
Houston County GA Weather Radio 
voucher will  be mailed to you that 
can be redeemed at any Kroger store 
in county. The radios retail for 
around $30, so the vouchers provide 
50% savings.

explosions, fires, chemical spills, and 

other civil emergency information. 

Alerts/bulletins from the National 

Weather Service are sent movements 

after issued which could make all the 

difference your family needs to find 

suitable shelter or evacuation to safety.
